This last term of the academic year will predominantly explore the Jewish experience in
Yiddish song but also the complete change in paradigms such as social contexts, fusions,
post-vernacularity and performance practice.

Students are welcome to join this course on the History of Yiddish Music for any of the three
terms. It is not necessary to take them all consecutively.
